The PSA will only accept submissions postmarked between October 1* and December 22 of 2008. Express

Submission Guidelines
Submissions must be senduplicate.

Submissions must bged on white, 8 2” x 11” paper. No illustrations or accompanying materials will be
considered, nor will photocopies from magazines aajeur

Thename of the award must appear in the upper right hand corner of each page of the submission.

The authorOs name and adeéiessnot appear anywhere on the poem or poems submitted.

Submissions must be accompanied by@ee page. The cover @ge should be stapled to one of the copies of
your submission and must include: yiaudie, address, email address if availabletelephone number, the

award name and number, thenumber of lines in your submission where applicable (see individual awards for

line specifications), and tiixe and first line of the first (or only) poem in the submission.

If you are submitting to more than one contest, you are encouraged to send your entries in one envelope, b
must have separate cover page for each entry Or your submissions will Bqualified.

On the outside of the envelope, please indicate whether yPS A a&mber or aNon-Member. |f you have
begun your membership quite recently, pleaséNwtitdember on the outside of the envelope.

You may not submit the same poem to more than one cdixesption: Individual poems submitted as part of a
group to either thalice Fay Di Castagnola Award or theRobert H. Winner Memorial Award may be

submitted to another PSA contest.

You may submit onbhe entry per contest.

Translations are not eligible.

No published work may be submitted, with the exception AfileeFay Di Castagnola andRobert H. Winner
Memorial Awards.



A poem that has already won a PSA award may neguimmited.

No PSA employee or officer is eligible to enter the PSA contests.

NOTE: The PSA Chapbook Fellowship Program and the PSA Annual Awards are separate entities with sef
guidelines.
